Gordon “Gordy” White’s Project  
----made a significant milestone this month.  His 
greatly modified Aeronca K fuselage was mated 
with  one of a kind plan built wings at the 
Doylestown Airport earlier this month.  Gordon 
acquired the wing plans from former Chapter 
Member Terry Miller who also happened to be an 
aeronautical engineer.   Terry designed and built 
his own airplane the TM-5 utilizing the same 
cantilever wing design.    Continued Page 2 
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Gordon and Terry decided that the low wing TM-5 
wings could be modified to fit Gordon’s Aeronca 
K Fuselage. Twenty years later the unique design 
is just about ready to fly.   

The final assembly took about two weeks to 
complete.  The controls are now rigged, the 
airplane is weighed (710 lbs), the C G is where it 

should be and it has gone 
through some taxi tests. It 
now awaits a final inspection 
from a DAR (Designated 

Airworthiness 
Representative).   

Gordon besides being a 
master mechanic is also a 
master of economy.  Some 
examples,  he lashed the tail 
wheel to the back of his 
pickup truck and towed the 
fuselage on its mains the ten 
miles from Hatboro to 
Doylestown.  His flight and 
engine instruments along 
with other numerous parts 
were mostly acquired over 
the years at Oshkosh flea 
markets.  His door latch 
mechanism is a beauty of 
simplicity and economy.   

 

Update:  The Airplane is now at a tie down spot 
at DYL.  Gordon says there are still a lot of little 
adjustments and tweaking to do.  The next big 
hurdle he faces is getting all the paper work in 
order for the DAR. +++

Cessna Working To Streamline 
SkyCatcher Production 
Cessna is working to accelerate deliveries of its 
162 Skycatcher and iron out production-line 
inefficiencies caused by the addition of airframe 
modifications that resulted from spin testing, the 
Wichita Eagle reported Friday. Currently, Cessna 
has its Skycatchers produced by Shenyang Aircraft 

Corp. in China. Those aircraft are then shipped to 
Yingling Aviation for reassembly. From there, 
aircraft go to Cessna for modifications borne from 
the spin test program, and then they go back to 
Yingling for flight tests and delivery. Shenyang is 
expected to build a new facility in 2011, which 
will eventually produce the Skycatcher light sport 
aircraft with the modifications incorporated 
directly into the production line. For now, Cessna 
says Skycatcher output in 2010 will improve, but 
they’re not saying by how much.  � �

The X-37B is launched by an 
Atlas V rocket from Cape 
Canaveral, Florida and “auto- 
lands” on a 15,000 foot runway 
at Vandenberg Air force Base 
in California.  It can stay in 
orbit for up to nine months. � �
