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New LSA Amphibian: The Icon

The aviation industry may be going through tough
times right now, but that's not stopping
entrepreneurs from moving forward with new
projects. Icon Aircraft based in southern
California, announced this week that its Icon A5
amphibious light-sport aircraft has completed its
phase-one flight testing. The A5 has a folding-
wing design to make it easier to store or transport
by trailer, and was created by a team that included
automobile designers as well as aircraft engineers
who previously worked at Scaled Composites.

So far, the aircraft has completed a series of 27
flights, and data was gathered across a wide range

of speeds, gross weights, centers of gravity, flao
settings, altitudes and sea states. "While theze ar
areas to be further optimized, as with any fligh
test program, the A5, overall, performed as
designed and is a blast to fly," reported lea
engineer and test pilot Jon Karkow. The A5
prototype demonstrated exceptional water stability
and handling, easy takeoff and landing
performance, as well as light control forces with
responsive yet docile flight characteristics, the
company said. The estimated base price of the A5
is $139,000, and deliveries are scheduled to begin
in late 2010.

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New Marine One?

A six-year-old project to build state-of-the-art
presidential helicopters has bogged down in a
contracting quagmire that will challenge Mr.
Obama’s desire to rein in military contracting
expenses. The planned new fleet of 28 Marine
One helicopters that will each cost more than the
lastAir ForceOne. (1992 prices)

Equipped to deflect missile attacks and capable of

waging war from the air, the newH-71
helicopters would fly farther, faster and more
safely than the current decades-old craft. But each
improvement pushes up the cost. The program’s
original $6.1 billion contract has ballooned to
$11.2 billion, and the Pentagon notified Congress
last month that it was so far over budget that the
law required a review. The Obama administration
now must determine if the project is essential to

national security and if there are alternatived the
would cost less.

The current fleet of 19 aircraft includes 11
Sikorsky VH-3D Sea Kings and 8 VH-60N Black
Hawks, some of which have been flying president
for up to 35 years. When a president is aboard on
of the helicopters it goes by the radio call sign
Marine One. The helicopters typically ferry a
president from the White House to Andrews Air
Force Base or Camp David, usually accompanied
by one or two helicopters carrying staff members
and serving as decoys. Helicopters are also
sometimes airlifted to the president’s stops arounc
the world for shorter-range flights.

Andrew H. Card Jyr.Mr. Bush’s White House
chief of staff, grew exasperated in 2002 by
helicopter mechanical problems and instigated the
development of an ultramodern replacement. The
Pentagon awarded a contract in 2005 to Lockheed
Martin, even though it had never built helicopters,
reasoning that a three-engine model produced by
its British-Italian partner, called the EH-101,
provided a useful foundation.

In doing so, the Pentagon bypassed SikorsKy
Aircraft, the contractor since the Eisenhower erd.
Representative Rosa Delauro, a Democrat frodn
Connecticut, where Sikorsky is based, said she
believed the Bush administration wanted to rewarg
Britain and Italy for support in Irag. “I think thi
was a way of saying, ‘We understand what you di
for us; now we’re trying to do something for
you,” ” she said.

Bird Radar Systems Now at Sea-Tac

Sea-Tac (Seattle Tacoma Airport) is the world’s
first airport to use avian radar to monitor bird
movements. These three experimental radar
systems are an important tool for testing and
developing best management practices to reduce
potentially hazardous bird activity on and near the
airport. This work is part of an ongoing
collaborative research effort with the Universify o
lllinois using FAA grant funds to determine how
an airport operator can best use this technology as
an early-warning-detection system against
collisions between aircraft and birds.

Cessna puts new tail on SkyCatcher

Following the loss of a prototype Cessha
SkyCatcher light sport aircraft last yed@gessna
has increased the size of the tail and reduced its
rearward sweep, giving the aircraft a slightly
different look. The pilot in the accident safely
landed by parachute, but the aircraft was
destroyed. Wind tunnel tests using a vertical tlnne
facility in Germany have confirmed the
SkyCatcher now has no unrecoverable spin
characteristics. The larger-tail design first flew
Dec. 15, 2008, according to Neal Wilford, project
engineer on the SkyCatcher. Deliveries are
scheduled to begin the last half of 2009. The first
aircraft assembly at Shenyang Aircraft Corp. in
Shenyang, China, will take place between April
and June.
