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The “Bushman” 
   The French word for bushman is broussard. The 
Max Holste Broussard  was France’s answer to the 
iconic Dehaviland Beaver.  
   The protype first flew in 1952.  The first 
production airplane rolled off the line in 1954.  
Production continued until 1957 with over 300 
being produced.  The last Broussard retired from 
French military service in 1989.  Most of the 
aircraft went directly to military service and a 
lesser amount went  to civilian duty. The airplane 
served France and her former colonies well.  They 
were manufactured to the highest standards of 
quality at the Avions factory in France.   
    
 
 

 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
The cargo floor of the Broussard measures 4' X 7'. 
 The double cargo doors open up to 44" high by 

48" wide!  Power is from a Pratt & Whitney R-985 
450 HP nine cylinder radial swinging a Hamilton 
Standard two blade counterweight constant speed 
prop.   Useful load is around 2000 pounds.  Fuel 
capacity  is close to 120 gallons and consumption 
is 20gph at a normal cruise of 120mph. As a utility 
airplane it can seat six or two stretchers plus 2 
attendants.  
    The one pictured below is based at DYL.  Its 
serial number is P010.  This past summer we saw 
the airplane being prepared for a flight.  Mom was 
dropping off father and son and their bags.  When 
asked where they were headed.  They smiled and
