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Curtiss Crash
Yates County, N.Y. —A replica of a Glenn Curtiss 

aircraft crashed into a corn field near the Penn Yan/

Yates County Airport  today around 3 p.m. during a 

test flight.

Penn Yan Pilot Jim Poel had taken off from the airport 

on the second test flight of the day when during 

banking, the aircraft went down in a corn field on the 

Dale and Karen Hallings farm on State Route 14A 

south of Penn Yan.

Penn Yan firefighters extricated Poel from the crash 

and loaded him into the back of a pickup truck to be 

transported to a regional hospital by Mercy Flight. 

New York State Police and FAA are investigating the 

accident.

The plane, a replica of Curtiss's Albany  Flyer, has a 

30-foot wingspan and weighs 1,250 pounds. Its frame 

is made of bamboo. It  is powered by a 90-horsepower 

original Curtiss OX5 90-horsepower engine from the 

museum’s collection

The original aircraft, sometimes referred to as the 

Hudson Flyer, was flown 100 years ago in Curtiss's 

historic flight from Albany to New York City.

Plans called for the aircraft to be shipped to San Diego 

next year, where as part of the Naval Air Force’s 

100th anniversary celebration, it would be flown off 

an aircraft carrier.    !                The Kathryn Report    

Two FAA online courses you should consider taking.

Both of these courses are required if you want to fly 

either the  Hudson River NYC corridor  or fly  within  

60 nautical miles of the DCA VOR (located on 

KDCA Airport).  The Hudson River course is fairly 

straight forward.  The Washington Airspace course is a 

little more involved.  

The main changes to the NYC 

corridor are the mandatory altitudes 

to be flown when transitioning the 

area and the compulsory reporting 

points which most of us already 

adhere to.  Controllers are not 

involved and all communication is 

self announcing. 

T h e D C A S F R A c o u r s e a n d 

procedures for VFR traffic in the 

SFRA  airspace is quite another 

animal.   While the NYC course is 

very logical to anyone who has flown 

“Down the Hudson”  the reasoning 

behind the DCA procedures are not 

designed to be easily understood or 

remembered by  lay  pilots.  Its one of 

those things that if you transition the area everyday its 

easy.  But if you don’t you better go take the course 

again the night before your flight to refresh your 

memory.   The highlights:  All ATC communication is 

with Potomac TRACON, if your flying between 30 

and 60 NM  of DCA you don’t have to talk to anybody 

(but taking and passing the online course is 

mandatory),  filing IFR avoids the hassle of having to 

be concerned with the VFR Gateway Procedures.    !
